	The application process scan be overwhelming, so here is a short explanation of the steps involved. First, you must fill out this application form on a computer. When you are finished, sign and date the last page and submit by email. Once your application is received, it will be processed to see if there is a potential match with a host family. If there is a potential match, someone from Au Pair Amsterdam will contact you to schedule an intake interview. 


	After your intake interview, you must submit various documents to verify that you are indeed a qualified candidate for the au pair program. From the moment there is a match between you and a host family, you must submit more official documents. Some of these documents must be collected in your home country, and others come from the IND. Au Pair Amsterdam will assist you with gathering these documents when the time comes.
